Difference between actual feed intake
and that predicted on the basis of the

animal's gain and maintenance
requirements for its body weight.

Expressed in pounds of intake.
Average RFI is "0". Animals with a negative RFI

are favored, because those animals have
consumed less feed for their weight and gain

than the average of their herd mates. For
example, if a bull has a -1.3 RFI, he ate 1.3

pounds of feed less than predicted

RESIDUAL FEED INTAKE (RFI)*

Difference between actual weight gain and
the gain predicted on the basis of dry matter
intake, maintenance of body weight and fat

cover. Expressed in pounds of gain.
An average animal has an R-ADG of “0.”

ADJUSTED FEED:GAIN ( ADJ F:G)

This puts a dollar value on the adjusted F:G. 
Multiply the average cost of feed during the

test by the Adj F:G. 

COST OF GAIN (COG)

 *Relevance of these evaluations depend on a
comparison of animals from the same weaning
contemporary group (pre-weaning environment,
pasture management, creep feed availability and
age of dam have a marked effect on outcomes).
To equalize pre-test environments, bulls were put
through a 21-day warm up period.
